Is there any cost involved in regard to participation in the program?


No. Recycling for Charities is a free service focused on protecting the environment and helping worthwhile causes.





What types of phones, iPods, PDA’s, Palm Pilots and digital cameras can be donated?


All makes and models are welcomed. Working condition is not an issue, but the item must be deactivated. Our primary goal is simply diverting these devices from ending up in landfills where they can harm the environment.





Who may participate in the Recycling for Charities program?


Practically everyone. The Recycling for Charities program is open to any person, corporation or government group wishing to donate used cell phones, pagers, PDA’s and digital cameras. Fundraising is open to organizations, charities, schools, businesses, churches or any other group looking to raise funds. The organization must be non-profit and be able to provide proof that they are a 501 c3.





For tax purposes, how do I determine the value of my donated phone?


To get an approximation of your phone’s value, start by locating your purchase receipt to determine the purchase price and date of purchase. That cost then depreciates at 20% to 30% per year. PDA’s, iPods and digital cameras can be assessed in a similar fashion. Please contact your accountant or tax professional for an exact figure for claiming it on your taxes.
